College Statistics.

The report of Dr. Harris, United
States Commissioner of Education,for
the schonl year ending November 30,
1894, presents an array of facts and
figures which are interesting to every
one interested in the cause of eduea-
tion. From it the following is culled:

There are 451 universities and col-

| leges in the United States: of these

310 were eduecational, showing an in-
crease of three per cent. in this latter
class of schools, The total number of
in these institutions was
140,053: and of instructors 10,247, A
special chapter in the report is de-
voted to colleges for women alone, of
which there are a surprising number.
There were 143 institutions of this
kind, baving 22,949 students, with
2,114 instruetors.

There are 5,319,602 volumes in the
libraries of these institutions, and
their equipment was valued at $128,-
872,801; endowment funds, $98,005,705.
The income of the year was $17.671,-
550, and the benefactions daring the
year, $6,715,138. The number of pro-
fessional men who graduated that
year was as follows: 4,911 doctors,
2,852 dentists, 3,394 pharmacists, 6,776
lawyers, and 7,836 ministers of the
gospel.
