To those who witness the excellent
work of our team in the practice
game last Thursday, the resuit of
yesterday's game was a bitter disap-
pointment.

For instance, Cutting
played his flrst game in the position
of right. gnard and Leighton played
right tackle instead of his accustomed
place at right guard. It was at this
point of the line that the visitors
made most of their gains, although
the heavy backs succeeded in getting
through almost any part of the line,

Ames' playing is very rapid and our
boys cannot hold their rushes.

The Harvard-Princeton Game,

“RBy all means the best result of all
the foot ball squabbling this fall was
reached when Harvard and Prince-
ton patched up the quarrel that has
kept them apart in athleties since
1889," said a prominent graduate of
the Cambridge College recently. *“For
six years the orange and black and
the erimson have failed to meet on
the gridiron, but everyone is glad now
to let bygones be bygones and Harv-
ard men look upon the new condition
of things with unconcealed delight.
They expect also that Yale will come
suing for terms before long, for, as
the other colleges are now allied one
with the other, Yale is practically a
hermit in athletic affairs. If Yale is
to.continue in the first rank in col-
lege athletics, therefore, it must
make other terms than those that
now exist. Yale, that used to be al-
most a dictator in matters of foot
ball, now has but one important game
for the year, and the back of its ar-
rangement with Princeton was broken
when the latter college and Harvard |
agreed upon terms and a date fora
foot ball game.”

In that agreement the representa-
tives of each college showed a dispo-
sition to go more than half way. Al-|
thougli nothing was made of the four |
years' rules about the eligibility of |
certain players, it was tacitly under- |
stood that neither college would at-
attempt to bring back old varsity
men, and Captain Brewer was told |
that the talk about Wheeler's return-
ing to play was incorrect, i

Princeton has agreed to Harvard's |
rules regarding a fair catch, that is,
that the man who catches a kick can-
not run with the ball, but ean pass it
to one of his own side. In ;\d(lit,inn1
to this anexception was made., This |
is that the catcher may touch the ball |
to the ground and then ran with it. ‘
TPe most important rule is that re-
lating to momentum mass plays. The
reason for the importance of this isl
becausei is a rule which,if interpret- |
ed according to Harvard's meaning, is ‘
exactly oppostie to that of Princeton
and Yale. The Harvard rule is about
the same as it was last year. Five

men  besides the quarter back may
start before the ball is put in play.
Yale and Princeton, on the other
hand, have gone back to the old style
of game, and practically do away
with momentum mass play, as they
only allow three men behind the line
and only one may start before the ball
is put in play. The agreement is to
the effect that Harvard may play five

| men behind the line, but must not

start any one before the ball is snapp-
ed. Princeton's concession seems to
be fair, Itisalso provided that the
ends and tackles may be taken back
of the line, but the guards and center
rush may not. This arrangement of
not allowing the guards to enter the
interference will affect Harvard more
than it will affect Princeton.—Z'imes-
Herald,

Athletics.

Amos Alonzo Stagg, famous coach
and athlete, may resign his position as
director of physical training at the
University of Chicago. The possibil-
ity of this college losing the services
of the old Yale man seems almost cer-
tain.

For over a year now, Stagg's meth-
ods have been vigorously assailed by a
certain set at the University. Dar-
ing the disastrous base ball season
last summer, members of the faculty,
it is said, openly proposed that Stagg
be reprimanded. Several went so far
as to hint openly that the coach was
violating the rules of the University.
When Stagg played with the team
in Omaha a tremendous howl went
up. T'he resalt was, Stagg tendered
his resignation to President IHarper.
The latter is a warm admirer of the
Yale man and refused to let him go.

A gentlemen holding an official po-
sition at the University, and who is
in close touch with the ex-Yale ath-
lete, threw some light on the situa-
tion vesterday by making this state-
ment: “There has been a secret influ-
ence at work for months agaivst
Stagg. He has been accused of shirk-
ing and of willfully running the ath-
etic interest to a low grade. The at
tacks are entirely unwarranted. J
firmly believe the feeling against him
is engendered by something beside his
inability to make athletics a success.
Anything that savors of Yale is at-
tacked. Tne varsity has copied less
Ifrom Yale, however, than have other
institutions. Yale has obtained more
foot ball plays from Stagg than Stagg
ever did from Yale. There is con-
siderable to this resignation story,but
Stagg is unwilling to leave, as he
hopes to yet prove his worth as an
instructor.”

The rumor of Stagg’s resignation re-
calls the scramble for his services
when he left the training school at
Northfield, Mass. Stagg was then in
the height of his fame. In the fall of
1891 he went to Yale with a foot ball
team picked from a school of eighty
men and held the champions down to
20 points., Soon after this he was
asked by Dr. Harper to take charge of
athleties at the big western college.
He accepted and immediately re-
ceived an offer from the University of
Pennsylvania which promised to
double the salary he was to receive at
Chicago. Harvard soon after made
him a similar offer and his alma mater
tempted him with a position on the
faculty. Dr. Harper held him to his
contract and not only increased his
salary but also conferred on him the
title of associate professor.

Should he leave the University it is
believed he will either follow in the
footsteps of his famous classmate and
foot ball star, Charles Gill, who went,
to China as missionary a short time
ago, or else go into Y. M. C. A. work,
in which he achieved fame while at
Yale. He is now taking a course at
the University leading up to a medi-
cal degree.—Ex.
