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The New Catalogue.

The Catalogue of '97-'98 is printed and
ready for distribution. Though simi-
lar in outward appearance to the
Catalogue of last year, on openiog it
many changes may be noticed, and
signs of progress and advancement
are everywhere manifest.

In many of the departments no
great changes have been made, either
in the number of courses offered or in
the separate courses themselves. The
usual work is offered by the depart-
ments of Greek and Latin, German,
and French. However, in the modern
language departments a new feature
is to be noted. In the future, to per-
sons completing the required courses
and showing sufficient proficiency in
these branches, teachers’ certificates
will be granted under conditions laid
down by the Faculty. As a certain
percentage of the Collegegiate stu-
dents are prepariog for the profession
of teaching. this innovatioa willl be
highly satisfactory to all such.

[a the department of History a new
course will be given—a History of the
Jews. This was origically a part of
the Bible study work, conducted by
the Y. M. C. A, but by its value as
shown by the number of students who
pursued it last Fall term, this course
is now added to the curriculam of the

niversity. A course covering Euro-
pean history from 1494 to 1789, will al-
80 be given if a sufficient number de
sire it.

A new department known as ‘“‘Gov-
ernment and Administration,” is add-
ed under the professorship of Dr.
Shambaugh. In this department a
consecutive and logical course in Poli-
tics covering three years' work will be
offered, besides other courses in Con-
stitutional and International Law.

In the professional departments the

changes made are chiefly in the line
of vetter organization of the work.

There Is one partieular, however, in
which the Catalogue of '97-'98 will
stand as marking a landmark in the
history of 8. U. 1. When the Faculty
decided to make arrangements where-
by the degree Ph. D. may be granted
by the University of lowa, a step in
advance wus taken. This year's cata-
logue explains the nature of this step,
and the conditions under whieh this
degree will be granted. Other con-
ditions of future growth and power as
shown by the catalogue will be
brought about when the $55,000 Li-
brary fund is expended and the new
building is completed. Then the Uni-
versity of Iowa will begin an era of
prosperity and advancement which
will eclipse anything hitherto known
in her entire history.

Hammond Law Senate.

The program of the Hammond Law
Senate was opened last Friday even-
ing with a voeal solo by Senator Keota
Williams, entitled “My Dream of
You"

Senator Green's oration on*'Caesar,”
which followed, was a carefully
thought out production, and was well
delivered.

“What inducements are there to
cause a young man of ab'lity to choose
the profession of law as a life work?”
was the text of a finely nnalyzed ex-
temporaneous speech by Senator Mc-
Beth.

Senator Munger's essay on the
“Spirit of Our Nation,” was read by
Senator Hering. The essay faithfully
portrayed the motives of the Ameri-
can people in the present erisis, and
found a ready echo in the heart of
every true patriot.

The debate of the evening was up-
on the question: “Resolved, that the
present system of caucus nomination
should be abandoned.”

The ‘‘caucus” was vigorously at-
tacked by Senators Myers and Work,
and ably deferded by Senators 0'Con-
nor and P. J. Hanley.

The measure was voted down by a
large majority.

The closing number was a vocal
daet by Senators A. B. Williams and
Ailnsworth, entitled “Till We Meet
Again.” The musicians were heartily
encored and responded with another
pleasing selection.
