SHORT BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCHES OF THE
ADDITIONS TO THE UNIVERSITY'S
STAFF,

Clark F. Ansley, professor of English
is a native of the state of Illinois. He
prepared for college in the public and
high schools of that state and received
his collegiate education at the University
of Nebraska, from which he holds the de-
gree of A, B After graduation Mr. An-
sly was principal of an Academy at Aledo
Illinois,and later was connected with Des
Vaux College, New York He then
studied English and Comparative Philo-
logy at the Universities of Liepsig Hin-
delberg and Paris,

His alma mater, the University of Neb-
raska, called him from his European
studies to an instiuctorship in English
literature, Having been successtively
promoted at Nebraska until he held the
chair of English Language, Professor
Ansley was called by the Régents of the
University of Iowa to the chair of Eng-
lish which he now holds,

August von Ende, instructor in math-
ematics was born in 1873 at Burlington,
lowa. He spent two years in the Bur-
lington high school, after which he en-
tered the University of Iowa with the
class of 1898, He here pursued the
scientific course, receiving the degreeof
B. §; from the hands of President Schaef-
fer in 1897, After this he taught math-
ethics one yearin the Burlington High
Schooland in September, 189g, accepted
an iustructorship in his alma mater,

Carl von Ende, instructor in chemistry
was born in Burlington, Iowa, in 1870.
He graduated from the Burlington High
School in 1888, and in 18¢o entered the
Collegiate department of the University
of lowa. Here he specialized in chemis-
tiy from the start, He was graduated in
1893 as a Bachelor in Science and the
following June found him the recipient
of a Master’s Degree from Iowa. During
the University year 1894-5, he was in-
structor in the Medical-Chemical labora-
tories of S. U. I. The next year he
taught Science in the Burlington High
School.  1896-7 found him again in
Iowa City as instructor in chemistry un-
der Dr, Andrews, substituting for Dr.
Percey Walker who was studying
in Europe,

In 1897 Mr. von Ende went to the
University of Gottingen, Germany, where
he still remains, specializing along his
favorite study. He will return to Iowa
City, November 1, 1899,

Dr. John Westfall was born at Tresser-
ville, New York, 1872, His preliminary
education was received at the Moravia
Union School and afterwards at the Ith-
aca High Schools.  Entering Cornell
University in 1861 he was graduated,
June, 1895, with a Bachelor's degree in
Science. He then went to Gottingen,
Germany, where he studied for a year and
ahalf, Going then to Liepsig he com-
pleted his three years study abroad at
that University, receiving in July, 1898,
the degree of Ph. D. from Leipsig. His

doctoral thesis was published under the:

title “A Category of Transformation
Groups in Three and Four Dimensions.”
During the year 18g8-99 Dr. Westfall
held the position of Honorary Fellow in
Cornell University at Ithaca, N. Y.

schools.

““The central institution must belong to
all.  Asa part of the public school sys-
tem it at voce bzcame co-edacational,
non sectarian, noo-partisan, and free as
truth itself. In its newest form the state
University must be the servant of the
private, as well as of (he public schools.
All the citizens are taxed for it and have
the right to command it. The church
college and academy as well asthe high
school, will be glad to find their comple-
ment in the state University. Thither
their students will go for the expensive
and advanced work of the professional
and graduate schools.  In coarse of time
the c.lleges, and possibly tbe high
schools, will relieve the University of
lower collegiate work and the graduate
college will largely absorb the under-
graduate collegiate derariment,” ***

ganized in the administration of an ex-
pert school man, President Pickard. The
state teachers’ association has developed
it.  The confederation of the colleges
and the university has been well begun

All |
museuns aud libraries should be related
to the central usiversity, HExpeditions, |
like the famous one the university has |
already sent out, must cominue and add |
their conributions. The publications of l
departments, chairs, state offices, and all |
learned societies, must increase and be |
co-ordinated in university series, Thus
the upiversity in addition to teaching in
the sense of imparting knowledge, dis-
ciplining by research, inspiring char-
acter, will fulfill its funciion as a cun-
servator of learping, as a depwitory of
educational material, as an invest gator
extending the houndries of truth, and
as a publisher diffusing knowledge, and
all this to deepen and broaden American
citizepship and human life and happi-
ness,
